Those
present in person were Merle Tank, Ned Rohweder, Lloyd Eaken, Dave Dirks, Todd Whipple, John
Zirchelbach, Jake Gravel. Those present per conference call were Russ Benke, Doug Herman and Alicia
Presto.

The minutes from the May 5%, 2020 meeting were read with a motion to approve made by Ned and
Second by Lloyd. All ayes motion was carried. Doug Herman left the conference call. A motion to pay
all bills presented was made by Ned and second by Lloyd. All ayes motion was carried.

Accounts receivable over 30 days, Revenue and expenditure report and accounts receivable
Reconciliation were reviewed with a motion to approve all three items made by Lloyd and second by
Ned. All ayes motion was carried.

Alicia updated the board on what is going on with the summer reading program she also touched on
updating our comprehensive plan that is required for the Transfer Station to be open. Doug Herman
joined back in the conference call.

Lloyd
second the motion. All ayes motion carried.
